Every time we pray the Angelus we conclude with the following prayer:

That we to whom the Incarnation of Christ, Your Son

Be brought to the glory of His Resurrection

Through the same Christ Our Lord

The Angelus introduces us to the Incarnation – the beginning of our journey 
of hope but it takes us beyond the baby in the manger, on a journey that is 
filled with the Passion of Jesus and takes us from Bethlehem to Calvary! At 
Calvary we see the woman from Bethlehem. And from the Cross the voice of 
Jesus says: Behold your Mother. This mother received the message of the 
Incarnation announced by the Angel Gabriel. This woman experienced the 
Passion and the Cross of her Son. This woman was not a stranger to sorrow. 
Her soul was pierced. But she never gave in or gave up. She knew there was 
more. The glory of His Resurrection was still to come!

The certainty of the Resurrection is the cause of our hope. Through the pain 
of the Passion and Cross of Jesus we are transported to the glory of not only 
His Resurrection but our own as well.

So, during this month of March, I invite you to meditate on the Angelus. Pray 
it daily especially at noon, when the hands of the clock point heavenward. 
And how about making a special act of consecration on March 25? I won’t tell 
you how to do this. Let it be however you decide.
